1. Answer any four questions from the following: 5x4 =20
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(a) How does Hume distinguish between ‘true metaphysics’ and ‘false
metaphysics’? Discuss.
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(b) State the difference between memory and imagination, following Hume. What
is the role of the ‘Principles of Association of Ideas’ in these two cases?
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(c) What is meant by ‘Scepticism’? In what sense is Hume a Sceptic?
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(d) Discuss Hume’s view on Probability.
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(e) State two of Hume’s arguments against the necessary relation between cause
and effect.
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(f) Discuss, after Hume, the role of imagination and belief in human reasoning.
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(g) What is meant by ‘custom’? Discuss after Hume.
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(h) What is ‘substance’ according to Hume? In this context, bring out Hume’s
view about ‘self” as he described in his Enquiry.
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Answer any two questions from the following:
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(a) ‘Be a Philosopher, but amidst all your philosophy be still a man’ — How does
this statement of Hume reflect his attitude towards philosophy?
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(b) “All our ideas or more feeble perceptions are copies of impressions or more
lively ones’ — What arguments does Hume present to prove this statement?
Bring out the importance of this principle in Hume’s philosophy.
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(c) How does Hume distinguish between propositions concerning ‘relations of
ideas’ and concerning ‘matters of fact’? Will Hume admit the possibility of
Synthetic a-priori propositions?
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(d) What is ‘liberty’? Is ‘liberty’ opposed to ‘necessity’? Discuss after Hume.
